For your convenience, a tentative choreography schedule will be posted on the website (www.gardensfsc.org) and e-mailed to you as soon as possible.  This is subject to change as the process goes on.  It is your responsibility to keep updated on the schedule. 

Off-ice practices before (and sometimes after) on-ice practices may be scheduled.  Some skaters will learn their ensemble parts off ice with an assistant choreographer first and then perform it on-ice for a choreographer.  Be aware that your skater’s part may include off-ice practices in the schedule.

Although coming to the sessions and practicing is encouraged, there will be no supervision provided for skaters on the ice unless they are working on their routines with a choreographer.  Therefore, if the skater is in a group number only, they are not expected to attend all of the regular Saturday afternoon practices- only the practices and times when their number will be worked on.  If the skater is a soloist (or involved in a duet, trio etc..) they are expected to attend every practice.

ALL Featured/Soloist parts will most likely be choreographed separately with a choreographer (or a coach approved by the Show Director).  These fees, including the choreographer/coach’s private lesson fee, will be paid for by the participant.  Saturday practice time will be reserved for ensemble numbers and integrating already choreographed featured/soloist roles into ensemble numbers.  See Participation form to opt out of being considered for Featured/Soloist roles.
